Imitating the example of Mary





To be intensely Eucharistic is to be like Mary at the time of the Visitation: magnifying God, she bore Christ in her womb.  Ours too is to bear Christ in our own lives and thereby facilitating tangible and real spiritual changes in the lives of other people. (cf Lk 1:39–56)  





St Teresa of Avila (1515–1582) clearly understood this!  She was born in Spain, and entered a Carmelite convent when she was eighteen.  She had a reputation for being a mystic and of experiencing divine visions and it was her who wrote these now memorable and beautiful words:

    Yours are the hands, with which he blesses all the world.


    Yours are the hands, yours are the feet,


    Yours are the eyes, you are his body.


    Christ has no body now but yours, 


    No hands, no feet on earth but yours,


    Yours are the eyes with which he looks compassion on this world.


   Christ has no body now on earth but yours!
